As the Easter Season is upon us, we tend to hold tighter to our Cross and are more willing to carry it.  Our Stewardship Committee prays that this season is very meaningful for you and your families, and shares the following message from the Daily Devotion Bible.
Cling to the Cross

Luke 17:1-18:43

One day the apostles said to the Lord,

“We need more faith; tell us how to get it” (17:5).
In the beginning it was easy for the apostles to believe.  They watched Jesus heal the sick and give sight to the blind.  They saw him raise the widow’s son from the dead and call Lazarus from the grave.  They witnessed his power when he rebuked the wind and calmed the sea.  But then Jesus began to confront the religious leaders with their sin and the trouble started.  Soon the leaders plotted to have him arrested, and Jesus predicted his own death.  The apostles were confused, so they pleaded with Jesus, “We need more faith; tell us how to get it”.
It’s easy to trust God when times are good, but life is often difficult.  Accidents, illness, job loss, broken relationships -- all can leave us wondering if God’s promises are true.  Yet only in these situations can we really learn to trust God and humbly depend on him.
Jerome wrote, “It is hard to find undoubted faith in God.  Suppose I stood to pray.  I couldn’t pray if I didn’t believe.  But if I really believed, I would cleanse my heart and beat my chest.  The tears would stream down my cheeks, my body would shudder, my face grow pale.  I would lie at my Lord’s feet, weep over them, and wipe them with my hair.  I would cling to the cross and not let go until I received mercy.”
When we stumble in our faith, when we falter because of difficult circumstances, that’s when we need to follow Jerome’s lead and cling to the cross.  Like the disciples, we need to turn to Jesus and ask him for more faith.
Today, as you spend time with God, tell him the doubts and trials that threaten to erode your faith.  Ask him to point you to his promises and ask him to strengthen your faith.  Pray:  “Lord Jesus, I cling to the cross, for it has saved me.  I come to you begging for mercy.  My sin is so great and my faith is so small.  Increase my faith, dear Jesus, so that I can bring glory to your name”.
Check a local Christian bookstore for a book that tells about God’s promises, if you don’t have one already.  Flip through the book for one of God’s promises that you most need in your current situation.  Write it on a separate piece of paper or in your journal, and then use it as a prayer tool in asking God for more faith to trust in His Word.
