From the Pastor…

Staffing Our Mission

Good News! God has created you for an eternity. More Good News! God desires a relationship with all people that will lead to a glorious eternity at his banquet table. Even More Good News! God has equipped us to be instrumental in fulfilling the mission of this outreach that others may know and respond to his gracious invitation. Will you respond to that call? Will you be one of those followers of Christ?

Christ gave us the Great Commission (see Matthew 28:16-20) and we understand that to mean that we are to be in the business of “making disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.” Jesus promised us that as his disciples we will be able to do the works that he did – even greater works (John 14:12). 

If we believe these things it means the church cannot be a low-expectation organization. If we are to be faithful we need to be in the business of making disciples of Jesus Christ and not just members of Kitty Hawk UMC.

We believe that all Christians are called to be disciples, and all disciples are called into the ministry of Jesus Christ. While we find is necessary to maintain a paid staff to help provide the framework of our work, we believe that the real work of ministry is undertaken by all who are disciples of Jesus Christ. 

All decisions concerning involving staffing (both paid and unpaid staff) and the utilization of resources (staff, finances, facilities) shall be judged by their effectiveness in helping us fulfill the mission we have in Jesus Christ. Our pastoral and teaching staff work to equip us for the work of building God’s kingdom and edifying the Body of Christ (see Ephesians 2:11-12). We must be committed to providing opportunities for learning and enrichment to persons of all ages in this community of faith and to engage them in the mission of the Church. 

Training, studying, and preparing for ministry is vital, but can never be a substitute for ministry. As disciples we seek to grow in our knowledge so we might grow in our service. If we are not reaching out and touching the lives of others we are failing at our mission. If we are not reaching out and drawing others into a relationship with Christ, we are failing

at our mission. If we are not enfolding others into the community of faith, we are failing at our mission. 

The bottom line is this: we exist to make disciples of Jesus Christ. May that mission guide us in all that we do and in every decision we make.
