Evangelism 101: Servant Evangelism

By now we all know that the mission of the United Methodist Church is “to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.” We also remember that our membership vows include the promise to support the ministry of Jesus Christ through this church by our prayers, our presence, our gifts, our service, and our witness. The words of the mission statement “for the transformation of the world” and the vow to support the work of Christ with “our witness” were only added at the 2008 General Conference. The fact is, many of us have forgotten how to witness in the name of Jesus Christ.

For generations we have assumed we live in a Christian culture. We assumed all our neighbors were Christian and looked to the church to take care of us and our needs. By the church, I mean the clergy. Now we realize how inadequate that view is. We very much live in a culture as pagan as ancient Greece and Rome (or at least as removed from Jesus’ understanding of the God’s Realm as Greece and Rome). We live in a society that is increasingly detached from any understanding of the Christian faith, academic or experienced. Biblical illiteracy is so high students are no longer able to recognize biblical references in works of literature. 

We must start over. We must learn again what it means to share our faith. To do so means we must start at the beginning. We must take small steps in learning how to do what our spiritual ancestors did so well. A good first step in learning to serve Christ through the church with our witness is doing what is called servant evangelism. This is the simple recognition that the Good News is best proclaimed in the context of doing Good Deeds or Good Works. Wesley wrote about the importance of Works of Piety (our love of God) and Works of Mercy (our love of neighbor). St. James admonished us to do more than tell our neighbor to be fed or to be warm, we must take steps to see that it is actually done.  

Servant Evangelism is doing things for our neighbors to demonstrate the freely given love of God. We bear witness by our action. We must be willing to bear all of the cost, just as Christ bore all of the cost of our salvation. A common example is handing out cold bottles of water at a summer parade with an attachment (connection card) that says we 
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are giving this water to you without cost, just as God’s love is offered to us freely. The connection card may mention more about the Gospel of Christ and an invitation to learn more about this wonderful grace. It may be a free car wash with a similar handout, or the offer to freely clean windshields. These are projects that may be done by youth groups, men groups, UMW circles, small groups, Sunday School classes, well, you get the idea. Remember, it is a gift freely given and not a service with the expectation of payment.

I encourage you to learn more about this by exploring the website http://www.servantevangelism.com (and its links). It is the first step in learning how to do evangelism. It is not an option. It is part of what we vow to do. It is the command the Lord has given all of us – to make disciples. Give it a try in your group or class.
